The 
couple farmed north of Woodbine until they moved to the farm east of town in 1945. 
They retired from farming in 1974 and moved to town in April of 1978. Roy died on 
October 18, 1978.

Vera was a member of the Christian Church, Christian Women's Fellowship, American 
Legion Auxiliary, a Neighborhood Club, AARP, and the Senior Citizens Center. 
Vera died April 30, 2004, at the Rose Vista Nursing Home in Woodbine, Iowa reaching 
the age of 95 years, five months and 14 days.
